Produced using the latest technical 

and sound restoration technologies, 

featuring the cooperation of excep- 

tional musicians and also of an in- 

ternational symphonic orchestra, 

this album presents Elvis's voice and 

music in a fresh and innovative way. 

The songs feature new arrange- 

ments carefully orchestrated and 

played with huge respect for Elvis: 

all the tracks gain a 'new life' in 

these new versions, and Elvis's 

unique voice shines with a new and wonderful light. The sound of the newly remixed Elvis's 

tracks is phenomenal and absolutely 'state of the art' and has been praised also by none other 

than Mike Stoller, the original Elvis Presley's producer and composer for Elvis of songs like 

'Santa Claus Is Back In Town' and many others: 'It sounds great! - said Mike Stoller - I love the 

remix of 'Santa Claus Is Back In Town'. It's just right'. 

This original 'Christmas Remixes' album is a new approach to some of Elvis's best Christmas 

songs and may well become a big seller for those fans interested in hearing a different inter- 

pretation of Elvis’ Christmas Classics.
